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2. GENERAL INFO ABOUT HELLAS & CHANIA

Geography

Greece lies at the South eastern tip of Europe occupying a total area of 131,990 sq. Km. Country
shares borders to the north with Albania, FYROM, Bulgaria and to the east withrKay, a total length

of 1,228 km. Greece is divided into ten regions of which Macedonia is the largest with an area of
34,177 sq. km and a population of 2,263,099. The highest Greek mountain is Mount Olympus (2,917
m.), believed to be the seat of the 12 @s of ancient Greek mythology. The largest river is Aliacmon
(297 km.). The largest city and capital is Atbns, with a population of over 5million. Piraeus is the
main port. The second largest city, Thessaloniki, capital of Macedonia, with a populationngfarly 1
million, is an important seaport functioning as the gateway to the Balkans and a major economic and
cultural center for the whole of northern Greece.

Climate

Mediterranean. Summers are hot and dry, winters usually mild. Most of the raifialls in autumn and
winter. The weather is very warm from May till September and sometimes even in October. In March,
April and November there is quite unstable weather. From December till March it is quite cold. The
temperature hardly ever drops below 3 agrees, but due to the extremely high humidity it can get
really cold.

History

Greece has a history stretching back almost 4.000 years. People of the mainland, called Hellenes,
organized great naval and military expeditions, and explored the Mediterranean and the Black Sea,
going as far agzhe Atlantic Ocean and the Caucasus Mountains. One of those expeditions, the siege of
Troy, is narrated in the first great European literary work, Homer's lliad. Numerous Greek
settlements were founded throughout the Mediterranean, Asia Minor and the cotasf North Africa as

a result of travels in search of new markets.

During the Classical period (5th century B.C.), Greece was composed of-siigtes, the largest being
Athens, followed by Sparta and Thebes. A fierce spirit of independence and love okfitem enabled
the Greeks to defeat the Persians in battles that are famous in the history of civilizatieMarathon,

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Thermopile, Salamis and Plataea. In the second half of the 4th century B.C., the Greeks, led by
Alexander the Great, conquered mosif the then known world and sought to Hellenize it. In 146 BC
Greece fell to the Romans.

In 330 A.D. Emperor Constantine moved the Capital of the Roman Empire to Constantinople, founding
the Eastern Roman Empire, which was renamed Byzantine Empire or By#ium for short, by western
historians in the 19th century. Byzantium transformed the linguistic heritage of Ancient Greece into a
vehicle for the new Christian civilization. The Byzantine Empire fell to the Turks in 1453 and the
Greeks remained under theDttoman yoke for nearly 400 years. During this time their language, their
religion and their sense of identity remained strong.

On March 25, 1821, the Greeks revolted against the Turks, and by 1828 they had won their
independence. As the new state comsed only a tiny fraction of the country, the struggle for the
liberation of all the lands inhabited by Greeks continued. In 1864, the lonian Islands were added to
Greece; in 1881 parts of Epirus and Thessaly. Crete, the islands of the Eastern Aegean aamkdbnia
were added in 1913 and Western Thrace in 1919. After Word War Il the Dodecanese islands were
also returned to Greece.

Chania

The old port, parks, walkways, well preserved buildings, the famous Agora (shops) of Chania, the
Venetian Lighthouse from the 16th Century, the remains of the old castle and the old Mosque, all these
and more compose the colorful strokes that éscribe this city which at the beginning of the last

century was the gathering point of the artistic world of Crete, at its many venues.

Today's Chania is a living example of the link to time, since it is the consolidation of five older
neighborhoods.

Archeological finds, Venetian palaces on tight streets, baths and Mosques from the days of Turkish
rule, Hebrew Synagogues, the Halepa with the graves of the Venizelos are just a few of the sights of
this city. Near by the city of Chania is the seemingly eleds north coast of Crete that starts in
Kalamaki and extends to Kolimpari, covering an area of 20 kilometers.

Along the length of this coast, many Tourist heavens have been developed, places like Platanias,
Gerani and Maleme. The intense Night Life in é¢hold port, give Chania a cosmopolitan flavor. There

are many places one can visit, using Chania as the hub. As an example we look at the area surrounding
lake Kourna, with Georgoupoli, and Theriso a village famous for its resistance to Turkish rule, Saint
Roumeli, the exotic Elafonisi and the famous Paliochora. There is a good roadway network that
connects Chania with the southern coast, where a visitor may enjoy the natural beauty of the valleys,
which lead to the wondrous coast with its crystal clear ble waters. The beaches alternate from thick
sand to fine pebbles. The rich lush vegetation, gives an impression that it differs very slightly from the

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nearby African landscapes. In Chania one can chose whatever kind of vacation they desire, from
intense night shopping in the old port to romantic strolls under the light of the old Lighthouse.

Sights
The Archeological Museum, the Historic Archives of Crete, the graves of Venizelos, Lake Kourna, the
valleys of Samaria and Topoliano, the Monastery of Gisoskalitissas, and Elafonisi.

Sports

The Nautical club of Chania operates a School where one can take Water Ski, Sailing, Swimming, or
even Diving lessons. The area of the White Mountains offers, Mountain Biking, climbing and Hiking.
There are also Horss for riding, in Nteres.

When you reach to a stop in the Athens station (Stathmos Larissis), the easiest and quickest way to
reach Piraeus is to take the Athens Metro. There is a stop near the train station. The stop is called
Stathmos Larissis (like the train station). Taketie metro to Piraeus (for correspondence between the
lines, see the maps that are available in all the metro stations). The ticketlisuro for all directions
